Primary School after the Christmas break for children in EYFS, KS1 and Year 3.  
 
This half term, we have covered a variety of musical elements in a fun way! We 
have played: Boomwhackers, handbells, cup drums and untuned percussion instruments.  
We have listened to a wide range of musical genres from classical to pop. We have learnt 
about famous composers, moved in time to the beat and used our bodies as percussion 
instruments.
